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These ancestors did not join The Church 
of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, 

although three of their children did.

Mary Ann Stucki Hafen in her story, 
Recollections of a Handcart Pioneer, tells 
the following about her grandmother. 
“Elizabeth had once foretold that men from 
the far West would come preaching the true 
gospel of Christ. She said she would not 
live to see them but that her children would 
and she wanted them to take them in and 
receive their teachings. Shortly after her 
death, the first Mormon Elders came to our 
part of Switzerland.” 

Her children readily listened to the 
Mormon Elders because of Elizabeth’s 
prediction.
